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The Cerro Grande Wildfire was nationwide in impact and visibility.  It caused damage to over 200 homes and to the facilities of the Los Alamos National Laboratory.   Its indirect effects will be felt for years, in terms of flood potential and the expensive efforts required to protect critical resources.  

The Incident Command utilized Geographic Information Systems (GIS) to help control the fire, predict its effects on soils and other resources, analyze potential flooding, prepare effective rehabilitation measures, and to monitor progress in implementation.  There were four GIS centers during and after the incident, each producing analytical products at a prodigious rate.  Numerous cooperating specialists in other locations provided data.   Due to the transient nature of fire organizations, there is a high risk of losing these analyses, data and, maps.  We are attempting to reduce this problem by placing  resources into preserving and serving the data.   The current product relates only to data produced during the BAER effort.  Data and display projects will be distributed later.  There are other digital geographic data related to the incident operations during and after the wildfires.  These will be distributed later.  This is a companion CD to the previously-released MAPCD, which contains a number of plot files for maps produced during the fires, the rehabilitation, and for the rehabilitation plan.  

Spatial and other related analytical data were obtained from four GIS offices operating on the incident., on or about June 6, 2000.  There were at least eight separate computers operating, so there is potential for overlap, duplication, and version conflicts.  TO reduce these conflicts, a database or index was created from the CD’s, listing the CD, filename, foldername, pathname, date of modification, source computer if known, data type, and size.  A search facility is provided to view different kinds of data, list files or folders by name or string, and the entire data set.  The database is in MS ACCESS 2000 and is called “Cerro Grande GIS final 061400.mdb.  It can be opened with ACCESS, and has forms and buttons to make searching easy.  Each file has attributes of  file, path, folder, date, and size of all files on the CD’s.   The enclosed table of all data is called “CDContentsAll” containing 22324 records.  This dataset has been reduced by removing redundant ARC files and INFO directories resulting in table “CD1Contents” containing 11,786 records.  Data types have been classified to show ARC coverages as folders.  All files were classified as to their origin and use.  The INFO directory remains in the spatial database but does not show up on the index.  This was done to reduce table size and redundancy.  

Though this index is of reasonable size, there is over 8 gB of actual data.  This is impossible to serve on CD’s using existing technology, so we have archived the data on 24 CD’s with the objective of serving it via the INTERNET from a server based at LANL
